Intended use

The appliance is intended for use in a completely sealed or mechanically ventilated
house without extra ventilation and/or fume extraction to heat the room wherein it is
installed. Do not use it for other purposes.

The appliance may only be used at a location that meets the requirements for the
installation of the appliance. Refer to the preparation manual.

Installation options
The appliance is supplied with a MF (MagniFire) double burner.

» The appliance can be installed with a storage module, which will be assembled on the
appliance from the factory.

Safety devices on the appliance

Thermo-electric pilot light shut off

Prevents unforseen discharge of gas from the main
burner.

Overpressure door

If an overpressure occurs in the appliance, the door
opens for a short duration. When the door opens, a

loud noise can occur. If an overpressure occurs, the
installer must do a thorough check on the appliance.

Safety instructions for installation

A

Warning:

The appliance must be positioned and connected as a 'room sealed
system' appliance by a certified and registered gas installation engineer
Before beginning the installation, check that the details on the rating plate
correspond to the gas type and supply pressure to which the appliance will
be connected.

Install the appliance in accordance with the following installation
instructions, and the national and the local applicable regulations.
Because of its weight, the appliance needs to be installed on a sufficiently
strong and stable floor. Referto chapter 7 for the weight of the appliance.
Do not put flammable materials in the fireplace.

Make sure that the area around the fireplace is free of flammable materials
at all times. Refer to chapter 3.3 for the minimum safe distances.

Do not install the appliance against a flammable rear wall. Refer to chapter
3.3 for minimum clearances between the appliance and the wall.

Make sure that the burner openings stay clean during installation.
Blockage of the burner openings can lead to a dangerous situation.

Make sure that the gas regulator block and the piping remain free of
cement or other building material. Otherwise, the gas regulator block or the
piping can start to leak.

Do not twist the flexible pipes to the gas regulator block. Make sure that
there is no stress on the flexible pipes and the gas regulator block.
Make sure that you do not damage the pipes.

Make sure that the compression fittings do not come loose.

After installation, Make sure that the pipes and compression fittings are
gas tight.

Caution:

Only use the items that are supplied or described in the preparation
manual and other related documentation.

Do not use masking tape on the appliance. Masking tape can damage the
finish of the appliance.

Installation prerequisites

Make sure that the location agrees with the requirements. Refer to the preparation
manual.

Make sure that the details of the rating plate of the appliance agree with the gas type
and gas pressure of the gas supply.

Installation procedure

Note:
The appliance is factory set to the correct nominal heat input. The pilot light is
set to the correct level of gas consumption.

Do all the procedures in this section. Optional procedures are indicated with
(optional).

Install the appliance

Install the appliance. Make sure that the distance C is alright. Refer t03.3.

Place a nonflammable hearth (floor stone) under the appliance when necessary.
Refer to 3.3.

Situate the appliance in such a way that the concentric flue outlet connection is
precisely in line with the concentric flue pipe to the ceiling or wall.

Put a nonflammable insulation plate between the appliance and the rear wall when
necessary. Refer to 3.3.

Natural stone platform

If the appliance is placed on a natural stone platform, do the items that follow:

* Place the appliance approximately 3 mm above the platform by means of the
adjustable feet.

» The platform must have minimum thickness of 3 cm.
+ The platform must support the weight of the appliance directly underneath it.

» Ask your natural stone dealer for additional advice regarding the specific type of stone
in combination with the appliance.

» Do not twist the gas supply pipe to the gas regulator block. Make sure that
there is no stress on the gas supply pipe and the gas regulator block.

* Make sure that you do not damage the gas supply pipe.

1. Connect the gas to the appliance. Use a compression fitting.
2. Make sure that the gas is correctly connected.

*  Make sure that the gas connections do not leak. Use soapy water or a leak tester.

¢ The socket must be accessible at all times.
1. Connect the plug to the wall socket.

2. Make sure that the electrical cable does not touch the appliance, due to the high
temperatures of the appliance.

427 Connect the concentric flue system

1. Connect the concentric flue system to the appliance. Use the materials that are
specified in the preparation manual. Do not use any other materials.

2. Make sure that all mechanical connections of the concentric flue system are correctly
connected.

3. Attach the concentric connection pipes to the wall or ceiling with metal brackets.
Refer to the manual 'assembly instructions for concentric flue system'.

4.2.8 Install the flue gas restriction plate
Safety conditions

Caution:

Install the correct restriction plate. An incorrect restriction plate can cause
damage to the appliance.

Procedure

1.  Remove the door (including glass).
See 52.1.

2. Install the restriction plate (A) with
the fasteners (B) in the appliance.
Use the restriction plate specified in
the preparation manual.

4.2.9 Remove the baffle plate

The appliance is factory supplied with a baffle plate. This baffle plate is located at the top
of the combustion chamber, just before the connection with the concentric flue.The baffle
plate only remains on location, if a restriction plate needs to be mounted. Refer 4.2.8.

Safety conditions

Warning:

A Always remove the baffle plate if there is no need to mount a restriction
plate!!!

Failure to remove the baffle plate, if there is no need to mount a restriction
plate, can lead to dangerous situations!

4.3.1 Do a check on the operation of the lighting

+  Make sure that the operation of the ambient lights function well. To operate the lights
with the remote control, refer to the user manual.

4.3.2 Put the ceramic log set on the burner bed
Safety conditions
Warning:
A » Make sure that none of the openings of the ember grates (A) are blocked.

Blockage of the openings of the ember grates can lead to a dangerous
situation.

» Put the items of the log set in the correct configuration for the type of
gas burner. If you put the items of the log set in another configuration, a
dangerous situation can occur.

* Do not put anything against the pilot burner or in the protective pilot light
cowl (B).

* Only use the items that are supplied.

1. Make sure that all items of the log set are there. See 2.6.

2. Put the ceramic ember grates on the lower and upper main burner, as shown below.
Refer to 2.6 for the numbers of the items.

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3. Spread the fire glass evenly on the metal grate in front of the burner bed.

Note:

Set the light intensity of the ambient lighting to maximum on the remote
control. Refer to the user manual. Make sure that the light intensity is the
same everywhere. Adjust the distribution of the fire glass if necessary.

4. Spread the embers evenly behind and beside the burner bed.

Caution:

Do not apply embers on the openings of the ember grates. Embers in the
openings of the ember grates can cause a blockage of the openings.

The ignition must be quiet and must produce a calm flame. To start the appliance,
refer to the user manual.
2. Do a check on the main burner. The flames increase in height and change from
blue/yellow to yellow.
3. If all flames are yellow, the appliance is ready for use.

Do a check on the appliance

1. Do a check for leaks on the gas pipes and the gas pipe connections. Refer to 4.2.5.

2. Make sure that the pilot light operates correctly. The pilot light must not show any
anomalies.

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3. Make sure that the main burner operates correctly. The fire must not show any
anomalies.

4. Do a check of the gas supply pressure and the burner pressure.

a) Use the inlet pressure tap and outlet pressure tap on the gas regulator block to
measure the supply pressure and the burner pressure.

b) Measure the pressure when the appliance is off and when the appliance burns
on maximum. Refer to 7 for the required supply pressure and burner pressure.

5. Make sure that the ambient lighting operates correctly. Refer to 4.3.7.

6. Do a check on the concentric flue system and the outlet construction. Make sure that
all the connections of the concentric flue system are secure.

5.2 Maintenance procedures

5.21 Remove the door (including glass)

1. Turn off the gas supply to the appliance before removing the door.

2. With the hook, pull the thin, metal spring strip on the top middle from the stud on the
door.

3. Dismantle the safety strip from the door.

Caution:

When loosening the door and after it has been loosened, support it with your hand to
prevent it falling forward !

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4. Carefully tilt the door and the glass forwards at the top. Prevent damage. Pull the
door upwards and remove it from the appliance.

5.2.2 Install the door (including glass)
Caution:

Make sure that the door with the glass pane fits properly in the appliance and
seals the inside of the appliance. If the door does not fit properly there is a risk
of flue gas leakage.

1. Install the door (including glass) in the reverse order of the procedure 'Remove the
door (including glass)'

2. Push the safety strip first fully back into the appliance, by lifting the strip a little.
Place the door and glass, and tilt it backwards.

4. Attach the safety strip on the door.

5. With the hook, pull the thin, metal spring strip on the top middle on the stud of the
door.

* Make sure whether the door is properly positioned underneath in the 2
holes of the front.

» The door must fit tightly all round to the edge of the combustion chamber.

1. Clean the glass with a soft cloth, a sponge or paper. Use glass cleaner or ceramic
hob cleaner.
2. Make sure that the glass is dry. Water droplets can leave a mark on the glass.
